Update on the work being undertaken on the ‘Captain of the Avalanche’ memorial

has recently been dismantled and the cross and stem sections taken to their workshop 
for duplication.  As yet no firm date has been given for the memorial to be re established 


in the churchyard. 

The clerk is to request the Varrier Jones Foundation to instruct the gardeners to remove 
the holly tree growing from a tombstone near the memorial as it is considered that this 
shadows the memorial from sunlight thus encouraging moss to grow and weaken the 
structure
