Matters arising or carried forward from the last or previous meeting.
31/03-11.1     A letter has been received from the Chief Executive Officer of the Papworth Trust informing the Parish Council that it should deal with the Varrier Jones Foundation (VJF) regarding all matters concerning the Village Hall.  As the Papworth Trust’s appointed agents on all land related mattes the VJF have the Trust’s full authorisation to act on their behalf.

33/03-11.1
 MS reported there will changes to local bus services but as yet these are not known.  She said she is placing a web link in the News&Views regarding changes to the Stagecoach service.

33/03-11.2 
MS reported that the County Council will not be removing the yellow lines from the lay by on Ermine Street North opposite the play area.  The cost to do so is in the region of £750.00 and the Parish Council will need to fund this if they wish the lines to be removed.  She said she had discussed this with Brian Stinson at the County Council and will return to him again.

 NW reported that unemployment rates in this area are the lowest in the Eastern region.  It is the only area creating jobs particularly within the research and development areas around Cambridge.  There is not too much redundancy within the Council and NHS in this area.

Parish Council Matters
34/03-11.1
Proposal to agree to pay costs of up to £1,850.00 plus disbursements and VAT to the VJF’s solicitors, in relation to procuring the 99 year lease on the Village Hall, as requested by our solicitors, see Bob Dewdney’s letter dated 14 February 2011.  This was proposed by CH, 2nd by BB, agreed unanimously, a motion was passed for an initial cheque for £1400.00 plus VAT to be raised upon receipt of invoice from the Parish Council’s solicitors.

34/03-11.2
Proposal to agree to pay up to £800.00 for a policy to protect right of access to the Village Hall should Papworth Hospital be sold in the relatively near future.  This was decided against as the Parish Council have sufficient evidence to proof a prescriptive right of way over the past 20 years.  However, it was decided that the Clerk should write a letter to Steven Bridges the Chief Executive Officer of Papworth Hospital for his approval for continuation of use of access.
34/03-11.3
Proposal to proceed with the 99 year lease for the Village Hall as recommended by the Parish Council’s solicitors.  MN proposed, BH 2nd, this was agreed unanimously, a motion was passed for the clerk to advise the solicitor to proceed towards securing the final lease.  It was agreed to set up a working party to meet and discuss the procedure necessary to form a charitable organisation to manage the Village Hall.
34/03-11.4
Proposal to write to the Papworth Trust expressing the villages’ serious concern over the sale of silver trophies by the Trust which originally belonged to the Papworth Horticultural Society.  This was done with no reference to interested parties in the village.  Also to offer to the Trust storage facilities for any other such historical items if they have no  space available.  CH proposed, BB 2nd, all agreed therefore a motion was passed that the clerk write a letter to the Chief Executive of the Trust.
34/03-11.5
Proposal to agree to undertake necessary tree works in the Churchyard as reported by Michael Downs at a cost of £4,580.00.  CH proposed, BH 2nd, agreed unanimously.  A motion was passed that Mr Downs would be asked to proceed with the work.  The Church has been approached for a donation towards this and Reverend Day agreed in principle to a figure of £500.00.  The clerk will approach him again regarding this matter.

34/03-11.6
Proposal to include necessary work to two trees in the playing field close to the Conservatory, at a cost of £245.00.  The Council has previously approved other tree works in that area.  PP proposed, BB 2nd, agreed unanimously.  A motion was agreed to instruct Michael Downs to proceed with the work.
34/03-11.7
Proposal to instruct a solicitor to act on the Council’s behalf to procure a lease on the allotments following the acceptance of version 2.4 of the Heads of Terms document at the extraordinary meeting held on the 2nd March. CH proposed, 2nd by MN, agreed unanimously.  The clerk will instruct Leeds&Day to undertake this work.

Proposal to agree the continued funding for the youth service in the forthcoming financial year and agreement in principle for the following two years.  Funding for the forthcoming year has already been agreed when setting the budget for 2011/12.  Councillors agreed in principle to the following two years however would expect to see an increased strategy to encourage more young people to attend the youth club. Currently very few local young people benefit considering the money the Council contribute to the service.  With the Parish Council elections due in May there could be a new Council in post when it comes to deciding upon future year’s funding requirements.

Proposal to agree to funding one week’s labour charge at a cost of £1500.00, supplied by T Woods, to make good the BMX track using existing materials.  This will ascertain the usage prior to committing any substantial funding to this amenity. RA proposed, MN 2nd, agreed unanimously.  A motion was carried that RA will progress this.

Correspondence and Communications

35/03-11.1
A letter has been received from the Papworth Tennis Club asking the Parish Council to consider the allocation of some of the S106 funds held, towards the extension of their club pavilion.  Preliminary indication of costs is around £30,000.00, some of which the club has and they intend to undertake to do some fundraising.  The Council agreed in principle to offer a donation but wish to see other quotes before deciding a figure.

An e mail has been received from Richard Young, the children’s services manager for Cambridgeshire libraries, requesting a donation towards the 2011 Summer Reading Challenge at Papworth library.  CH proposed a donation of £250.00 as per last year, 2nd by BB, agreed unanimously, a motion was carried to inform Mr Young of the Council’s agreement to a donation of £250.00.

CH had earlier informed Councillors that the County Council has refused to undertake the care and maintenance of any roadside trees proposed for the Summersfield development. The Parish Council will receive a further commuted sum to accept this responsibility.  This matter will be discussed at a later meeting.
