34/03-11.3 Report from Village Hall Working Group
MN reported from the meeting held on the 12 April.  It would appear that for good practice the Parish Council will become the Custodian Trustee of the Village Hall, this ensures that the Council remains separate from the Trustees that manage the Hall.
A model Trust Deed has been purchased from Cambridge Acre as being the recommended governing document under which a Village Hall Charity should operate.

Members of the Village Hall user groups will be asked if they wish to become Trustees of the Hall. DG will action this.

It will be possible to apply for grants for the renovation of the Hall from WREN and South Cambs District Council.

A Community Buildings Workshop organised by Cambridgeshire Acre is to be held on the

MS reported that following the last Parish Council meeting she had re-addressed the removal of the yellow lines in the lay by on Ermine Street opposite the play area with the County Council and it had been agreed to remove them at no cost to the Parish Council.

08/04-11.1  Progress made towards obtaining the 99 year lease for the Village Hall.

Once the cheque is sent to Leeds Day enabling our solicitor to give the undertaking of costs to the Varrier Jones Foundation’s (VJF) solicitors this matter will proceed (this payment was approved at the last meeting).

CD reported that necessary work was completed and that content could now be downloaded onto the site.  The clerk was requested to check that the initial payment had been made to Darren Rhodes for designing the new website.  PH reported that he had control of the two domain names and these would need to be transferred to Darren Rhodes.

Confirmation of meeting times

Following the last extraordinary Parish Council meeting which commenced at 7.00 pm one councillor queried that he could remember a resolution being passed that all Parish Council meetings should begin at 7.30 pm and proposed that all meetings in the future commence at 7.30 pm.  However this was not seconded so no motion was passed enforcing this. 
The Chairman can call a meeting to commence at any time.  Meetings had only been changed temporarily to accommodate the temporary clerk at the end of 2009, although the normal monthly meetings do as a matter of course commence at 7.30 pm to accommodate those Councillors who have to travel from their workplace.

Update required regarding the progress towards securing the lease for the allotments.

Currently no progress has been made due to the VJF’s solicitors awaiting our solicitors undertaking of costs.  Once they have this they will approach the farmer with regard to his giving up the land.  The costs to date incurred by the VJF’s solicitors cover preparing the lease and the approach to the farmer to give up the land.  The Parish Council requested the Clerk to send a letter to their solicitor that no further costs should be paid once the farmer has been approached, without the Council being aware.
CH proposed, MN 2nd, all agreed except PH who wished to abstain.

Approval required for the acceptance of the service level agreement between the youth service team and to nominate a representative to act as a link between the Parish Council and the youth team.

The Council did not wish to sign the agreement until further discussion was held with the youth team to clarify a number of points within it and to question how they intended to raise the number of attendees to the village youth group.  It  is considered that currently insufficient young people  attend  the group considering the level of support the Council provides towards it.

PH and DeG agreed to act jointly as the Parish Council representatives and agreed to meet with Julie Bristow of the youth service to discuss the Service Level Agreement at a time she visits the village.
A motion was passed agreeing the above proposed by BH and MN 2nd.

To agree a date for the Annual Parish Meeting

A motion was passed to hold the meeting on Wednesday 25th May 2011.  It was suggested that Peter Pattle be approached to give a talk about the history of the Village Hall.  BB agreed to speak to him.

CH proposed, BH 2nd, all agreed.

Discussion required to confirm the Localism Bill and the ‘right to buy’.

MN had requested this be an agenda item as he felt the Council should perhaps exercise this right over some of the disused buildings in the Village when the Localism Bill was finalised.  It was agreed to put a marker on this subject to revisit at a later date.

Proposal required for the Parish Council to provide a commemoration of the Royal Wedding to pupils of Pendragon Primary School.

It was agreed that the Clerk would contact the school with the offer of a donation of £500.00 from the Council to be used to purchase an item that would commemorate the Royal Wedding.

At this point the Chairman called for a half hour extension to the meeting.
