28/05-11.1
CH said all issues currently with the planning committee were straight forward.
28/05-11.2
CH wished to propose that the Parish Council secure professional planning advice at 2 important meetings that will take place in the near future.  1) On the 1st June 2011 at a meeting of the stakeholders of the Papworth West Central Framework Plan proposals, which has been called by the policy planning officers at South Cambs District Council (SCDC) and will be held in Papworth Everard and 2) On the 28th June 2011 at the SCDC portfolio holders’ meeting that will give approval to the amended Papworth Everard Conservation Area as set out in the recent Conservation Area Appraisal document.  It is proposed that a maximum sum of £1000.00 is budgeted for this purpose.  However it is anticipated that, depending on the availability of certain advisors, the total sum expended should be significantly less than this maximum.  (Sec. CD) all agreed.

Consideration to progress to passing a motion to repair the speed cushions in Ermine Street North.

It has been reported that the edges of some of the speed cushions were breaking down and causing damage to car tyres.PH said the Parish Council had paid a commuted sum for the upkeep of the 20 mph traffic calming therefore it was agreed that the clerk would contact Highways to see what action could be taken at no cost to the Parish Council.

28/05/11.4  The Parish Council are in receipt of a letter from Cambridgeshire County Council regarding the Street Lighting Maintenance and Energy from 1 July onwards.  3 councillors had visited the street lights for which the Parish Council are responsible with a view to considering if it would be safe to have these put out of use. MN has produced a report which was circulated to councillors and the recommendations within the report will be discussed with parishioners at the annual parish meeting to be held on the 25 May.

A builder and estimator had attended a meeting with MN on the 10 May to give an estimate of the cost for necessary works.  It was considered that the work could be done in 3 phases with each in the region of £50k.  A proposal was made by PP, sec by CH that 3 quotes were requested for the external work, being phase 1, agreed unanimously.  MN undertook to do this.
