£985.00.  £412.55 remained in the budget.

New Business

6.1
The clerk had contacted the Archdeacon regarding public liability covering the churchyard.  His reply was if the church is covered by EIG then the churchyard is covered if not the church need to ensure they have the correct insurance.  The Parish Council should also ensure that their public liability insurance will also apply.


6.2  The Parish Council had received notice from the Varrier Jones Foundation of the termination of the maintenance contract for the churchyard and cemetery to take effect from the 1st April 2011.  Therefore quotes for a new contract had been requested from three organisations, the committee agreed upon that from Fosters Horticultural.  This will continue to be paid from the cemetery’s budget.  
6.3  Although individual plots for cremated remains were not identified at this meeting, the plot as a whole was decided upon.  The caretaker was requested to draw up a plan of the whole plot broken into individual units.

It was noted that 2 graves within the cemetery have self sown ash trees growing within them.  The clerk will inform the relatives that these will be removed.
