25/05-11.2 The clerk had approached Salix Art who had provided the living willow structure in the play area, regarding the provision of similar to be presented to Pendragon School by the Parish Council in commemoration of the Royal Wedding. A price of £600.00 was quoted being £100.00 more than the expenditure agreed at the previous meeting.  CH proposed that the Parish Council accept this increase, Sec. PP, agreed unanimously.

MS reported that Steven Bridges, the CEO of Papworth Hospital has agreed that  the hospital fund double yellow lines to be introduced opposite the entrance to Church Lane.  MN pointed out that by introducing further yellow lines motorists will find other places within the village to park thus only moving the problem not solving it.  PP suggested introducing time restriction zones as the parking problem is, in the main, evident from  Mondays to Fridays.  MS said she would obtain a map with the suggested parking restrictions marked out and bring it to the next meeting.

Street Lighting Maintenance and Energy.  Following on from item 28/05-11.4 of the  previous meeting, there had been very little feedback from the Annual Parish Meeting.  Further discussion was held with a view to switching off every other light for which the Parish Council holds responsibility along Ridgeway and Barons Way.  It was decided that the lighting in The Close is the County Council’s responsibility.  It was concluded that more clarity was required on this subject therefore this was carried over to the next meeting.
