NW reported that his role incorporates Economic development, and no longer planning.  He is involved with promoting business and employment within the district.  There have been as many as 4000 – 5000 jobs lost in the district of late although some have been created.  There is a competition named ‘Step Up’ aimed at new entrepreneurs and he suggests that individuals should approach SCDC if they have any ideas for new business.

Parish Council Matters
56/07-11.1 Negotiations have been held with the agricultural tenant of Fir Tree Farm to surrender 2.33 acres of land for use as allotments at Sterling Way/Farm Road in Papworth Everard.  This to be conditional upon a) the completion of a lease through which the Parish Council will hold the land from the Varrier Jones Foundation (VJF) and b) the agricultural tenant’s timely release of the land in Autumn 2011.  Once the lease is received an initial meeting to review it will be held, followed by another to sign the lease.
Resolved that the £2000.00 requested by the tenant farmer to surrender the land be paid.

56/07-11.2  The clerk had been informed by the VJF and their land agents, Bidwells, of their future planning application to build a rehabilitation unit comprising of 18-22 1 and 2 bedroom flats which they will lease to the Papworth Trust on the understanding that if not needed in 
5 – 10 years the VJF will be at liberty to sell the units.  A public consultation will take place and Bidwells wanted to seek the views of the Parish Council beforehand.  At this time no strong views were voiced. The planning application will be received by the Planning Committee who will act on the Parish Council’s behalf at that time.

56/07-11.3
Please see 57/07/11.13, the village hall working party had met on the 6 July and identified the clauses within the lease that required further re dress.  The clerk was asked to contact the rates valuation officer to enquire if the rates on the village hall would change if the Parish office was housed there.

Following its meeting held on 18th May the HR committee had passed a recommendation to the Parish Council that the clerk’s hours be increased to 24.5 per week, worked alternate weeks of 21 hours and 28 hours respectively.

Resolved that this should be effective from July 2011.

It was agreed that the Shelter on the corner of Barons Way be demolished as, following constant vandalism, it has become an eyesore. PP volunteered to assemble a working party to dismantle the shelter.

The licence to occupy the TCM room expired at the end of June.  The VJF are willing to extend this.

Resolved that the licence be extended by a further six months to continue to provide a meeting place for the youth club.

Following the visit by Becky Proctor from the Heritage Centre at the Parish Council meeting held on the 9th February 2011 a partnership agreement between the Papworth Hospital, Papworth Trust and the Parish Council had been drawn up and previously circulated to councillors.
Resolved to sign the agreement, this does not commit the Council to paying any monies at all.
